· 9pm - lights out

· 7am - student wake-up; breakfast; break camp and pack gear
· 10am – paddle to next camp; multiple interpretative stops en route
· 5pm – set up camp and supper
· 7pm – journals and evening activities
· 9pm - lights out
Agenda Friday, September 22nd, 2017
· 7am - student wake-up; breakfast; break camp and pack gear
· 10am – paddle from camp to take-out (Alaska Highway bridge across Teslin Lake)
· 1pm – arrive at take-out; clean and load boats/ gear
· 2pm – drive to PCSS

· 5pm – arrive @ PCSS; unpack gear at PCSS; complete journals; dismissal (~5pm – see last section of this letter for details)
Shelter
· Students will sleep in tents in groups of 2-3; tent groups will be different from cooking groups
· Large tarps will be used at camp for a communal shelter/ cooking area for inclement weather

· Males and females will be in separate sleeping groups
Food
· Students will be divided into cook groups of 2-3 individuals and will work cooperatively to plan meals for the trip

· Students are responsible for planning, purchasing and preparing meals for the trip

· Food will be stored in canoe barrels 
· Some meals will be prepared on Trangia stoves (methyl hydrate fuel) and some meals will be prepared using dutch ovens (wood coals as fuel)
· Meals required: 4 x breakfast, 5 x lunch and snacks, 4 x supper
Supervision
· Teacher: Kathleen McDade

· Chapterones: to be determined

Transportation
· Students will be transported using a school van which will be shuttled from the put-in to the take-out
· Canoes will be transported by chaperones using a truck/ trailer
Gear Notes
· Please refer to the equipment list and help your son/ daughter get organized prior to the trip
Dismissal
· Upon return to the school on Friday, September 22nd, 2017, students and leaders will cooperatively clean up all trip gear. Students will be dismissed when clean-up and journaling is complete. Parents will be contacted for pick-up.
