Re: Revised SASE 9 Hiking Trip
May 30th, 2023
Dear Parent/ Guardian:
I have revised our last SASE trip of the semester. The trip will run June 7-8 and will involve backpacking on Mount Lorne. Students will hike their gear into a camp near a creek ~5.5 km along the Bear Creek Trail on Mount Lorne. The next morning they will hike up a ridge from camp with minimal gear, return to camp to take down camp and hike back to the trailhead. Between now and the trip, students will train for hiking with a pack with various afternoon/ full day outings (May 31 afternoon, June 1 afternoon, June 2 afternoon, June 5 full day). Students will use large 60L backpacks for training and the trip. Food will be stored in bear-proof canisters that students will carry in their packs. Each student will work cooperatively with their peers to plan and pack food for the trip.

· 10am – arrive @ Bear Creek trailhead, organize gear and begin hiking
· 4pm – arrive at camp and set-up
· 6pm – dinner 

· 7pm – evening hike up ridge or camp activities
· 10pm - lights out
Thursday, June 8th, 2021
· 7am – breakfast

· 8am – hike up ridge behind camp
· 1pm – pack up camp and hike back to trailhead
· 4pm – drive to PCSS
· 6pm – organize gear, dismissal
Shelter
· Students will sleep in tents in groups of 2-3
· Large tarps will be used at camp for a communal shelter/ cooking area for inclement weather if cook shack is unavailable
· Males and females will be in separate sleeping groups
Food
· Students will be in the same sleeping and cook groups and will work cooperatively for food planning/ shopping list creations
· Students are responsible for planning, purchasing and preparing meals for the trip

· Food will be stored in bear-proof canisters
· Meals will be prepared on Trangia stoves (methyl hydrate fuel) 
· Meals required: 1 x breakfast, 2 x lunch and snacks, 1 x supper
Supervision
· Teacher: Kathleen McDade

· Chaperones: Theo Lestage-Rousseau, other chaperone TBD
Transportation
· Students will be transported using a school van 
Gear Notes
· Please refer to the equipment list and help your son/ daughter get organized prior to the trip
Dismissal
· Upon return to the school on Thursday, June 8th, students and leaders will cooperatively clean up all trip gear. Students will be dismissed when clean-up and journaling is complete. Parents will be contacted for pick-up. 
· ***Please note that Friday, June 9th is an exam day and students do not attend. Students DO attend on Monday, June 12th (science exam @ 9am, final bird project presentations @1pm, thrift shop prep and vent @3pm-6pm )
